ONLINE PAYMENT THROUGH NATIONAL ELECTRONIC FUND TRANSFER (NEFT) 

Before initiating the payment of Credit Card dues through NEFT, the Credit Card holder must ensure that the originating Bank must have operationalized the NEFT facility for remitting fund to other bank for payment of Credit Card dues and must have provided with the Transaction Code no. 52 as prescribed by RBI in their software, otherwise the NEFT system will not afford the credit to the respective Credit Card Account. 

How to make Payment through NEFT: 

1.
Log in to the internet banking facility of your bank and go to its online fund transfer module.
2.
Add Your PNB Credit Card as beneficiary to receive the funds transferred.
3.
Initiate an online funds transfer with the PNB Credit card as the beneficiary.
